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Is it okay to copy DVD’s and Videos to the School Server?
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YES





DVD or video produced by the school or district.  School or district owns the text, illustrations, music, photographs, etc. (ensure that an individual’s right to privacy is not violated)


DVD or video that is 100% created by students.  (parental permission needed)


DVD or Video for which school or district has obtained a license from the copyright holder.


“Orphaned Work” no copyright holder can be identified.





NO


DVD or Video that school or district has not obtained a license from copyright holder.  However, if you plan to use a copyrighted DVD or Video in class determine if your intended use is permitted


under the Fair Use Doctrine.








FAIR USE GUIDELINES 





In favor if copyrighted work is …..


being used for nonprofit educational use?


producing insight or understanding that results in a newly created work (i.e. transformative)?


informational or factual?








Not in favor if…..


heart or essence of work is being used


significant portion of work is being used


use has negative impact on potential market


use acts as substitute for original


there is, or could be, a potential impact on the licensing and sale of the work in existing or not-yet-exploited markets
